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INTRODUCAO AS TECNICAS DE LEITURA

No momento da sua prova, quando vocé for resolver a prova de Inglés, vocé tera que fazer uma
leitura rapida de cada texto, para identificar a ideia central acerca daquele assunto ou encontrar termos
especificos que ajudem a compreender do que se trata.

Fazer isso, com propriedade, até chegar a resposta da questao, é aplicar as técnicas Skimming e
Scanning.

No decorrer das aulas do nosso curso, havera uma aula exclusiva com detalhes sobre como usar bem
essas técnicas, com varios textos e com outras dicas valiosas para garantir sua aprovagdao. Mas vamos agora
falar brevemente dessas técnicas nessa aula de apresentacao.

Como a propria traducdo do verbo skim — deslizar os olhos, folhear, desnatar — é exatamente isso
gue vocé vai fazer — passar os olhos pelo texto sem interrupcdes, mesmo nao entendendo todas as palavras,
apenas procurando do que se trata o texto. E simplesmente focar nas informacgdes necessarias para
responder questdes que abrangem o texto, como veremos agora.

O verbo scan, escanear, é examinar detalhadamente, codificar a mensagem das frases, selecionar o
vocabulario necessario, encontrar detalhes relevantes a resposta. Veja algumas caracteristicas dessas
técnicas:

E, se vocé prestar atencdo no contexto e quebrar o habito de querer traduzir palavra por palavra,
essas técnicas levarao vocé a resposta com agilidade e sem tradugdao. Na verdade, traduzir um texto, no
momento da prova, ocupa seu tempo e atrasa a resolugao dos exercicios.

Mesmo se vocé tem Inglés fluente, o ato de traduzir os textos leva tempo enquanto usar as técnicas
aqui ensinadas, poupam seu tempo para resolver todas as questdes da prova e aprender palavras novas e
saber Inglés com a metodologia que uso. Vocé vai ver.

Vamos aos detalhes de cada umas das técnicas citadas acima.

a Caixa Econ6mica Federal (CEF) Lingua Inglesa
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SKIMMING

Uma boa compreensado do texto que vocé estd lendo, depende da sua capacidade de fazer deducdes,
ligar ideias e identificar palavras que determinam o assunto.

E, o que realmente importa a vocé, é realmente conseguir encontrar as respostas da sua prova e
certificar-se dessas respostas, garantindo boa pontuagao na prova de Inglés.

O Skimming é a leitura dinamica para destacar os aspectos principais do texto, sem se preocupar com
os detalhes. Vejamos um exemplo para vocé experimentar a técnica Skimming, primeiramente em
portugués e, em seguida, em inglés para testar sua capacidade:

Trés ongas pintadas foram vistas na kapinete ontem. Estavam se escondendo de possiveis promubinos com
suas armas. Os promubinos ndo desistiram de trevenar e passaram a noite em claro com lanternas e
espingardas de prontidao. Se tivessem abstoque, ndo matavam animais em extingao e sim, protegeriam
nossa fauna e flora.

e Onde as oncas foram vistas?
e Quem sdo os possiveis promubinos?

e O que fizeram ao invés de desistir?

Lendo apenas uma vez, vocé entendeu esse texto? A histéria fez sentido, mesmo com palavras
desconhecidas ao fazer uma leitura rapida? Vocé provavelmente atribuiu sentidos as palavras novas
(Kapinete: floresta; promubinos: cacadores; trevenar: procurar; abstoque: consciéncia).

Esse é o SKIMMING, é a “chave da questdo” em lingua inglesa — atribuir significado aos vocabulos
gue vocé nao sabe. E conectando ideias e deduzindo o assunto, que se chega ao sentido geral e coloca vocé
no caminho da resposta.

SCANNING

No momento de resolver a prova de Inglés, vocé também tera que fazer uma leitura para procurar
uma palavra-chave. Um termo, um tempo verbal, algo sobre o titulo, sobre a fonte de referéncia etc.

Dai vocé vai praticar a outra técnica, chamada Scanning, que também exploraremos com detalhes na
aula 01, desse curso e agora, veremos algumas consideracfes para uma introducdo a técnica. Scanning é ter
como objetivo achar algo caracteristico, singular, exclusivo para responder uma determinada questdo.
Vejamos o uso de Scanning:

Trés ongas pintadas foram vistas na kapinete ontem. Estavam se escondendo de possiveis promubinos com
suas armas. Os promubinos ndo desistiram de trevenar e passaram a noite em claro com lanternas e
espingardas de prontiddo. Se tivessem abstoque, ndo matavam animais em extin¢do e sim, protegeriam
nossa fauna e flora.

e Onde as ongas foram vistas?
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e Quem sdo os possiveis promubinos?

e O que fizeram ao invés de desistir?

Suponhamos que a pergunta fosse: O que as ongas estavam fazendo?

Vocé teria que voltar ao texto, ler mais uma vez para conferir e se certificar, mesmo que se lembrasse
do contexto.

Ao praticar o Scanning, vocé leu a informacdo contida no local em que estd exatamente o que vocé
precisa. Vamos a nossa questdo. Na frase: “Trés ongas pintadas foram vistas na kapinete ontem. Estavam
se escondendo de possiveis promubinos com suas armas.”, ja irlamos encontrar a resposta desejada. Nao
€ mesmo? A técnica leva vocé as respostas.

Em textos, em imagens ou qualquer forma de leitura, sempre ha “vestigios” que nos levam a perceber
sobre o que estamos lendo. S3o indicativos do assunto com palavras particulares.

Agora, vamos falar um pouco dos falsos cognatos, para ndo cometer erros na hora da resolucdo de
exercicios na sua prova.

COGNATOS E FALSOS COGNATOS

Vamos falar agora sobre Falsos Cognatos. Primeiramente, vamos entender o que é um Cognato em
inglés.

Palavras cognatas sdo aquelas que se assemelham a palavras em portugués. E, essas semelhancas
ortograficas, ajudam vocé a fazer suas leituras.

Veja alguns exemplos para animar vocé, ja que muitas vezes, os cognatos te ajudarao a resolver
questoes:

CAMERA TELEPHONE SALAD BLOUSE

CAMERA TELEFONE SALADA BLUSA

False Cognates ou False Friends, aparecem muito nas provas e sdo palavras que se diferem
completamente no significado, apesar de serem similares na ortografia. Eu diria que sdo tricky words —
palavras “enganosas”, “pegadinhas”, pois vocé acha que é algo quando o significado é muito diferente do
que parece ser.

Em nosso curso, sempre ha questdes em que aparecem, além de falsos cognatos, palavras repetidas
com objetivo especifico, marcas tipograficas, dentre outras particularidades que exigem atencdo na hora da
leitura, como veremos na aula 01 com mais detalhes.

E essencial entender porque os falsos cognatos s3o um dos sinais mais importantes para resolver sua
prova. Vejamos outros exemplos:

ACTUALLY = de fato/na verdade (ndo é atualmente, que seria NOWADAYS)

a Caixa Econ6mica Federal (CEF) Lingua Inglesa
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FABRIC = tecido (ndo é fabrica, que seria FACTORY)

PREJUDICE = preconceito (ndo é prejudicial, que seria HARMFUL)
COLLEGE = faculdade (n3o é escola, que seria SCHOOL)

PRETEND = fingir (ndo é pretender, que seria TO INTEND)

Agora vamos ver um pouco da introducdo a gramatica de uma forma mais pratica.

INTRODUCAO A GRAMATICA

A gramatica estd presente de varias formas nas questdes de Inglés na prova. Na maioria das vezes,
ela vem contextualizada.

Outras vezes, pergunta-se exatamente o termo gramatical, testando seus conhecimentos. Ou entdo,
sdo oferecidas opcdes de escolha de topicos da gramatica que podem ser substituidos por outros, entre
iniUmeros exercicios.

Saber a gramatica, além de ler e interpretar o texto, € um dos critérios decisivos para que vocé tenha
éxito. Pensando assim, elaborei explicacdes objetivas, com o intuito de ajudar vocé a resolver a prova de
Inglés. E, ao se deparar com tdpicos gramaticais mais complexos, seus estudos exigirdo cuidado, atencdo e
esforco em grandes doses, certo?

No planejamento do nosso curso e na montagem do cronograma, tive a preocupacdo de inserir
n
conteudos que vocé precisa para estar seguro quanto a gramatica.

E importante, primeiramente, saber o que ha para estudar da matéria de Inglés a partir do edital e
separei, todos os topicos presumiveis para a prova.

Vou dar um exemplo bésico da gramdatica com a pratica. Quer ver? Se vocé vai elogiar alguém, usando
o adjetivo “brilhante” para dizer que vocé considera a pessoa com essa caracteristica, a frase seria, em
portugués: “Que pessoa brilhante!”.

Curiosamente, em inglés, ndo é assim. No momento do elogio, o adjetivo, que é a qualidade usada
para, nesse caso, elogiar, vem antes do substantivo e, desde antes, vocé ja sabe se sera um elogio ou critica
por exemplo. Como? Veja: “What a brilliant person!”. Viu? A frase comec¢a com “What a brilliant ...” j3
manifestando o elogio antes mesmo de falar quem. Se forem varias pessoas em uma mesma sala, por
exemplo, ja se sabe que alguém ali é brilhante.

Desta forma, em sua prova, ndo precisa de pensar que as palavras em inglés sdo “baguncadas, nao
tem ordem especifica, é dificil...”. Nada disso. Tudo tem uma explicacdo e, a cada aula, vou esclarecer e
demonstrar com exemplos e com exercicios, que a gramatica pode ser pratica, sim!

EM PORTUGUES: Que pessoa elegante! > adjetivo apés o substantivo “pessoa”
EM INGLES: What an elegant person! > adjetivo antes do substantivo “person”

A gramatica em inglés, na hora dos estudos, é considerada algo que dificulta pela quantidade de
regras. Porém, vou simplificar e tornar sua compreensdao possivel e eficaz. Vamos focar nos verbos,
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advérbios, adjetivos e termos gramaticais em geral sempre de maneira contextualizada, assim como
expliquei o uso do adjetivo acima a vocé.

Em seguida, praticaremos ao maximo a leitura de textos, permitindo vocé a treinar o que estd
aprendendo. Pouco a pouco, vamos avangar para temas mais complexos da gramatica para aprender a
analisar a semantica, a sintaxe e a morfologia, também contextualizadas.

Estudaremos classificacdo, estrutura e a formacao de palavras em inglés, tipos de oragdes, funcdes
dos termos dentro dos textos, levando vocé a interpretar e responder o que se pede. E, com exercicios de
fixacdo, logo vocé estard confiante e otimista em relacdo a prova de Inglés.

INTRODUCAO AOS TEMPOS VERBAIS

O tempo verbal de forma natural? Como? Que audacia! Sim, mas vocé verd que é possivel estudar os
verbos em inglés com os esclarecimentos aqui oferecidos ja que o objetivo aqui é que vocé possa identificar
os verbos com o propdsito de acertar as questdes interpretando os textos.

Concordo que é necessario paciéncia para estudar tempos verbais, mas domina-los é essencial para
se destacar nos estudos e chegar a aprovacdo. Tenha em mente que o conhecimento dos verbos entre outros
conteudos aqui explorados, ird trazer a vocé enormes beneficios.

Para expressar uma acdo no presente, em portugués, cada sujeito usado (eu, ela, os homens etc.) h
uma terminacdo diferente. Usando o verbo trabalhar, que faz parte dos verbos da primeira conjugacdo —
terminados em -ar, como olhar, falar etc. — e a raiz do verbo trabalhar, a parte que ndo muda, é trabalh-,
certo?

Entdo, “Eu trabalho”, termina com a letra -o. E, “Ela trabalha”, termina com a letra -a. Os homens
trabalham, termina em -am. Portanto, sdo vdarias terminacOes para expressar a acao (verbo) apenas no
tempo presente em portugués.

Em inglés, ndo é complicado assim. O verbo fica igual para todo e qualquer sujeito, adicionando
apenas a letra -s, -es ou -ies quando o sujeito é singular, ou seja, quando uma Unica pessoa pratica a a¢ao.
Vejamos com a ajuda de um esquema:

EM PORTUGUES: EM INGLES:

Eu trabalho | work

Tu trabalhas You work
Ele/Ela trabalha He/She/lt works
Nos trabalhamos We work

V&s trabalhais You work

Eles trabalham They work
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Eu gostaria de saber, primeiramente, se vocé percebeu que o verbo trabalhar (to work) conjugado
no tempo presente é bem mais facil do que em portugués? Ndo é? Para cada 6 diferentes terminacdes no
fim dos verbos em portugués, ha apenas 2 variacbes em inglés — o verbo “to work” escrito normalmente
para os todos os sujeitos exceto singular representado por He/She/It, que acrescentamos -s no verbo — He
works, She works, It works, como no esquema acima.

Por exemplo, o verbo trabalhar no passado, é “worked” qualquer sujeito. Veja abaixo:

EM PORTUGUES: EM INGLES:

Eu trabalhei
Tu trabalhaste

You worked

Ele/Ela trabalhou He/She/It worked
Nos trabalhamos We worked

Vs trabalhais You worked

Eles trabalharam They worked

- Mas teacher, ja ouvi dizer que ha inumeros verbos irregulares. Com fica?

- Bom, é isso mesmo. Existem verbos irregulares na lingua inglesa. Mas, ndo se assuste. Eles sdo
minoria, algo em torno de 15% a 20%. Ou seja, dominando os verbos regulares, vocé ja terd a capacidade de
se expressar de forma escrita ou falada com a maioria dos verbos da lingua inglesa.

Por exemplo, o verbo escrever, “write”, que, ao invés de adicionar -ed no final, como a maioria dos
verbos em inglés, troca-se uma das letras, por ser irregular (teremos uma aula dedicada exclusivamente aos
tempos verbais, com detalhes de como lidar com as regras), escreve-se “wrote” para qualquer sujeito. Veja
outro esquema para ficar ainda mais claro:

Viu como é simples? E, com naturalidade, vocé responderd as questdes da prova com seguranca,
elaborar os pardgrafos solicitados e responder o que for solicitado.

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Bom, no préximo capitulo continuarei com as dicas sobre como que podemos transformar a disciplina
inglés em algo simples, falando de como interpretar imagens, vamos 13?

COMO INTERPRETAR IMAGENS

Agora vamos comecar a falar de formas viaveis de interpretar imagens. Claro que a maioria das provas
ndo trazem imagens — charges, quadrinhos, pinturas, graficos, fotografias, tirinhas, antincios de produto,
propagandas diversas — mas podem aparecer graficos ou algumas ja citadas e vocé ser pego de surpresa.

Imagens nunca estdo na prova simplesmente para ilustrar, mas, para trazer informacdes significativas.
Sendo entdo, indispensavel que vocé também tenha um conhecimento prévio sobre temas relevantes e
conhecimentos gerais.

Vocé tem que fazer perguntas para construir uma leitura critica e inteligente.

No momento de resolver uma questdao com imagens, vocé precisa, antes de tudo, saber o tipo de
ilustracdo e observar os detalhes da imagem e o texto vinculado a ela, como vimos no exemplo anterior e
veremos em inumeros outros em nossas aulas.

As imagens permitem e trazem consigo atributos, tracos Unicos que tornam o texto vinculado a ela,
abrangente e repleto de mensagens subliminares.

Vocé deve aproximar conteudos e encaixa-los em seus conhecimentos. Vou sempre fazer referéncia a
assuntos diversos por meio de exercicios, para vocé aprimorar suas leituras de imagens de qualquer
categoria.

EXPRESSOES IDIOMATICAS

Em inglés, as expressdes idiomaticas sdo chamadas de “Idiom”. E um grupo de palavras com um
significado que ndo ha como deduzir a partir das palavras individuais, restritas, literais. E expressar-se de
modo peculiar a alguém.

As expressoes idiomaticas (idioms), aparecem com naturalidade e enriguecem a comunicacdo
textual. S3o destituidas de traducdo e consideradas variacdes da lingua, pois revelam tracos culturais de um
povo, de um grupo.

Nos idioms, o significado ndo corresponde ao que as palavras individuais sugerem pois trazem consigo
metaforas.

O mistério para entender expressdes idiomdaticas em inglés é ndo traduzir as palavras e sim, se
familiarizar com elas na medida que se estuda e pratica exercicios.

Por exemplo, se vocé quer dizer: “um passarinho verde me contou que ...”, a expressdo idiomatica
correta é “I heard it through the grapevine that ...”, que significaria, palavra por palavra, “Eu ouvi isso
através de um boato ...”, pois “grapevine”, apesar de ser “videira”, em portugués, também possui como

possivel traducdo o termo “boato”.

How space technology is bringing green wins for transport

Space technology is developing fast, and, with every advance, it is becoming more accessible to industry.
Today, satellite communications (satcoms) and space-based data are underpinning new ways of operating
that boost both sustainability and profitability. Some projects are still in the planning stages, offering great
promise for the future. However, others are already delivering practical results.

The benefits of space technology broadly fall into two categories: connectivity that can reach into situations
where terrestrial technologies struggle to deliver and the deep, unique insights delivered by Earth
Observation (EO) data. Both depend on access to satellite networks, particularly medium earth orbit (MEO)
and low earth orbit (LEO) satellites that offer low-latency connectivity and frequently updated data. Right
now, the satellite supplier market is booming, driving down the cost of access to satellites. Suppliers are
increasingly tailoring their services to emerging customer needs and the potential applications are incredible
— as a look at the transportation sector shows.

Satellite technology is a critical part of revolutionizing connectivity on trains. The Satellites for Digitalization
of Railways (SODOR) project will provide low latency, highly reliable connectivity that, combined with
monitoring sensors, will mean near real-time data guides operational decisions. This insight will help trains
run more efficiently with fewer delays for passengers. Launching this year, SODOR will help operators reduce
emissions by using the network more efficiently, allowing preventative maintenance and extending the
lifetime of some existing trains.

EO data will be critical in future forecasting models for wind and solar production, to help manage a
consistent flow of green energy.

Satellite communications will also be pivotal. As more wind and solar installations join the electricity network
— often in remote locations — satcoms will step in to deliver highly reliable connectivity where 4G struggles
to reach. It will underpin a growing network of EV charging points, connecting each point to the internet for
operational management purposes, for billing and access app functionality and for the users’ comfort, they
may access the system wherever they are.

Satellite technology will increasingly be a part of the vehicles themselves, particularly when automated
driving becomes more mainstream. It will be essential for every vehicle to have continuous connectivity to
support real-time software patches, map updates and inter-vehicle communications. Already, satellites
provide regular software updates to vehicles and enhanced safety through an in-car emergency call service.

Inflation is the most serious problem facing the Federal Reserve and “may take some time” to address, Fed
Governor Philip Jefferson said on Tuesday in his first public remarks since joining the U.S. central bank’s
governing body.
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“Restoring price stability may take some time and will likely result in a period of below-trend growth,”
Jefferson told a conference in Atlanta, joining the current Fed consensus for continued interest rate increases
to battle price pressures.

“I want to assure you that my colleagues and | are resolute that we will bring inflation back down to 2% ...
We are committed to taking the further steps necessary.”

Monetary policy that stabilizes inflation “can produce long-term, noninflationary economic expansions ...
that economic history suggests is an ideal framework or environment for inclusive growth,” Jefferson said.
“So, it is important that we get back to that kind of economy. And that is what | think the intent of the Fed
is.”

Fed Chair Jerome Powell has admitted that the central bank’s intent to slow economic growth will cause
economic “pain” and likely increased unemployment, but that the worst outcome would be to let inflation
take root.

In his remarks, Jefferson said there are reasons to think rigid conditions in the labor market are already
easing. Indeed new data on Tuesday showed a severe decrease in job openings in August that began to bring
the number of workers sought by companies more in line with the numbers of unemployed.

That could help reduce salary growth, Jefferson said, and there were indications as well that “supply
bottlenecks have, finally, begun to resolve,” and could also help slow down price increases.

But it remains uncertain how that will work, and in the meantime “inflation remains elevated, and this is the
problem that concerns me most,” Jefferson said. “Inflation creates economic burdens for households and
businesses, and everyone feels its effects.”

The controversial future of nuclear power in the U.S.
Lois Parshley

President Joe Biden has set ambitious goals for fighting climate change: To cut U.S. carbon emissions in half
by 2030 and to have a net-zero carbon economy by 2050. The plan requires electricity generation — the
easiest economic sector to green, analysts say — to be carbon-free by 2035.

A few figures from the U.S. Energy Information Administration (EIA) illustrate the challenge. In 2020 the
United States generated about four trillion kilowatt-hours of electricity. Some 60 percent of that came from
burning fossil fuels, mostly natural gas, in some 10,000 generators, large and small, around the country. All
of that electricity will need to be replaced - and more, because demand for electricity is expected to rise,
especially if we power more cars with it.

Renewable energy sources like solar and wind have grown faster than expected; together with hydroelectric,
they surpassed coal for the first time ever in 2019 and now produce 20 percent of U.S. electricity. In February
the EIA projected that renewables were on track to produce more than 40 percent by 2050 - remarkable
growth, perhaps, but still well short of what’s needed to decarbonize the grid by 2035 and forestall the
climate crisis.

This daunting challenge has recently led some environmentalists to reconsider an alternative they had long
been wary of: nuclear power.

Nuclear power has a lot going for it. Its carbon footprint is equivalent to wind, less than solar, and orders of
magnitude less than coal. Nuclear power plants take up far less space on the landscape than solar or wind
farms, and they produce power even at night or on calm days. In 2020 they generated as much electricity in
the U.S. as renewables did, a fifth of the total.

But debates rage over whether nuclear should be a big part of the climate solution in the U.S. The majority
of American nuclear plants today are approaching the end of their design life, and only one has been built in
the last 20 years. Nuclear proponents are now banking on next-generation designs, like small, modular
versions of conventional light-water reactors, or advanced reactors designed to be safer, cheaper, and more
flexible.

“We’ve innovated so little in the past half-century, there’s a lot of ground to gain,” says Ashley Finan, the
director of the National Reactor Innovation Center at the Idaho National Laboratory. Yet an expansion of
nuclear power faces some serious hurdles, and the perennial concerns about safety and long-lived
radioactive waste may not be the biggest: Critics also say nuclear reactors are simply too expensive and take
too long to build to be of much help with the climate crisis.
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While environmental opposition may have been the primary force hindering nuclear development in the
1980s and 90s, now the biggest challenge may be costs. Few nuclear plants have been built in the U.S.
recently because they are very expensive to build here, which makes the price of their energy high.

Jacopo Buongiorno, a professor of nuclear science and engineering at MIT, led a group of scientists who
recently completed a two-year study examining the future of nuclear energy in the U.S. and western Europe.
They found that “without cost reductions, nuclear energy will not play a significant role” in decarbonizing
the power sector.

“In the West, the nuclear industry has substantially lost its ability to build large plants,” Buongiorno says,
pointing to Southern Company’s effort to add two new reactors to Plant Vogtle in Waynesboro, Georgia.
They have been under construction since 2013, are now billions of dollars over budget - the cost has more
than doubled - and years behind schedule. In France, ranked second after the U.S. in nuclear generation, a
new reactor in Flamanville is a decade late and more than three times over budget.

“We have clearly lost the know-how to build traditional gigawatt-scale nuclear power plants,” Buongiorno
says. Because no new plants were built in the U.S. for decades, he and his colleagues found, the teams
working on a project like Vogtle haven’t had the learning experiences needed to do the job efficiently. That
leads to construction delays that drive up costs.

Elsewhere, reactors are still being built at lower cost, “largely in places where they build projects on budget,
and on schedule,” Finan explains. China and South Korea are the leaders. (To be fair, several of China’s recent
large-scale reactors have also had cost overruns and delays.)

“The cost of nuclear power in Asia has been a quarter, or less, of new builds in the West,” Finan says. Much
lower labor costs are one reason, according to both Finan and the MIT report, but better project
management is another.

U.S. domestic air conditioning use could exceed electric capacity in next decade due to climate change

Climate change will provoke an increase in summer air conditioning use in the United States that will
probably cause prolonged blackouts during peak summer heat if states do not expand capacity or improve
efficiency, according to a new study of domestic-level demand.

Human emissions have put the global climate on a trajectory to exceed 1.5 degrees Celsius of warming by
the early 2030s, the IPCC reported in its 2021 evaluation. Without significant alleviation, global temperatures
will probably exceed the 2.0-degree Celsius limit by the end of the century.

Previous research has examined the impacts of higher future temperatures on annual electricity
consumption for specific cities or states. The new study is the first to project residential air conditioning
demand on a domestic basis at a wide scale. It incorporates observed and predicted air temperature and
heat, humidity and discomfort indices with air conditioning use by statistically representative domiciles
across the contiguous United States, collected by the U.S. Energy Information Administration (EIA) in 2005-
2019.

“It’s a pretty clear warning to all of us that we can’t keep doing what we are doing or our energy system will
fail completely in the next few decades, simply because of the summertime air conditioning,” said Susanne
Benz, a geographer and climate scientist at Dalhousie University in Halifax, Nova Scotia.

The heaviest air conditioning use with the greatest risk for overcharging the transmission lines comes during
heat waves, which also present the highest risk to health. Electricity generation tends to be below peak
during heat waves as well, reducing capacity to even lower levels, said Renee Obringer, an environmental
engineer at Penn State University. Without enough capacity to satisfy demand, energy companies may have
to adopt systematic blackouts during heat waves to avoid network failure, like California’s energy
organizations did in August 2020 during an extended period of record heat sometimes topping 117 degrees
Fahrenheit. “We’ve seen this in California already -- state power companies had to institute blackouts
because they couldn’t provide the needed electricity,” Obringer said. The state attributed 599 deaths to the
heat, but the true number may have been closer to 3,900.

The new study predicted the largest increases in kilowatt-hours of electricity demand in the already hot south
and southwest. If all Arizona houses were to increase air conditioning use by the estimated 6% needed at 1.5
degrees Celsius of global warming, for example, amounting to 30 kilowatt-hours per month, this would place
an additional 54.5 million kilowatthours of demand on the electrical network monthly.

WASHINGTON — American intelligence officials have found no evidence that aerial phenomena observed by
Navy pilots in recent years are alien spacecraft, but they still cannot explain the unusual movements that
have mystified scientists and the military.

The report determines that a vast majority of more than 120 incidents over the past two decades did not
originate from any American military or other advanced US government technology, the officials said. That
determination would appear to eliminate the possibility that Navy pilots who reported seeing unexplained
aircraft might have encountered programs the government meant to keep secret.

But that is about the only conclusive finding in the classified intelligence report, the officials said. And while
a forthcoming unclassified version, expected to be released to Congress by June 25, will present few other
firm conclusions, senior officials briefed on the intelligence conceded that the very ambiguity of the findings
meant the government could not definitively rule out theories that the phenomena observed by military
pilots might be alien spacecraft.

Americans’ long-running fascination with UFOs has intensified in recent weeks in anticipation of the release
of the government report. Former President Barack Obama encouraged the interest when he gave an
interview last month about the incidents on “The Late Late Show with James Corden” on CBS.

“What is true, and I’'m really being serious here,” Mr. Obama said, “is that there is film and records of objects
in the skies that we don’t know exactly what they are.”

The report concedes that much about the observed phenomena remains difficult to explain, including their
acceleration, as well as ability to change direction and submerge. One possible explanation — that the
phenomena could be weather balloons or other research balloons — does not hold up in all cases, the
officials said, because of changes in wind speed at the times of some of the interactions.

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Many of the more than 120 incidents examined in the report are from Navy personnel, officials said. The
report also examined incidents involving foreign militaries over the last two decades. Intelligence officials
believe that at least some of the aerial phenomena could have been experimental technology from a rival
power, most likely Russia or China.

One senior official said without hesitation that U.S. officials knew it was not American technology. He said
there was worry among intelligence and military officials that China or Russia could be experimenting with
hypersonic technology.

Like all businesses, banks have had to act fast to respond to the unprecedented human and economic impact
of Covid-19.

First, they needed to keep the lights on and ensure business continuity. Second, they had to meet the
changing ways customers wanted to engage. Finally, they sought to balance their business priorities with a
responsibility to support society. Previous crises cast the banks as part of the problem — this time they are
part of the solution.

Banks who have embraced modern banking technology have fared better in meeting these challenges.
They’ve moved seamlessly to remote working, kept up service for their customers, coped with huge increases
in demand and quickly adapted their products. In contrast, banks using legacy ‘spaghetti’ software have
struggled.

Covid-19 has accelerated the need for modern banking technology, but it didn’t create it. Before coronavirus,
the 2020s were already being framed as the decade for digital in the banking industry. Banks’ return on
equity were too low and their cost-income ratios were too high. Meanwhile, regulation like open banking
was disrupting the industry and increasing competition from new entrants like the GAAFAs (Google, Amazon,
Alibaba, Facebook, Apple).

Providing seamless digital customer experiences was therefore already a ‘must’. Every year, Temenos
partners with the Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU) for a global study on the future of banking. More than
27
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300 banking leaders are interviewed from retail, commercial and private banks. Over half of these are at C-
suite level.

In 2020, the study took place amid the Covid-19 crisis. The results give a fascinating insight into banking
leaders’ approach during these unprecedented times. But they also show how they see their industry in the
years to come.

And the findings suggest three trends which will shape the future of banking:

1. New technologies will be the key driver of banking transformation over the next 5 years. 77% of
respondents strongly believed that Artificial Intelligence (Al) will be the most game-changing of these
technologies. They see a diverse range of uses for Al — from personalised customer experience to fraud
detection.

2. Banks will overhaul their business models to create digital ecosystems. 80% of respondents believe that
banking will become part of a platform of services. 45% are committed to transforming their business models
into digital ecosystems.

3. The sun will set on branch banking. World Bank data shows that visits to branches have been steadily
declining globally over the last decade. As a result of coronavirus, customers are now more concerned about
visiting their branch, and so even more people are willing to try digital applications. This combination of
pandemic and increasingly transformative advanced technology has led a majority of respondents (59%) to
our survey with the EIU to state that traditional branch-based banking model will be dead in just five years.
That’s a 34% increase from last year.

The current environment is undoubtedly challenging for banks. But they have the capital, customer
relationships and customer data. They are regulated. And most importantly: they still enjoy their customers’
trust.

In short, banks are best-placed to succeed if they commit to end-to-end digital transformation. That means
a fully digital front office which creates hyper-personalized experiences and ecosystems. And a back office
driving efficient operations and rapid innovation. By embracing modern banking technology, banks can
support their customers today, create new value for the future and drive new levels of future growth.

If you think a robot will steal your job, you are not alone. Soccer players should be worried too. The next
Messi probably won’t be of flesh and blood but plastic and metal.

The concept emerged during the conference “Workshop on grand challenges in artificial intelligence,” held
in Tokyo in 1992, and independently, in 1993, when Professor Alan Mackworth from the University of Bristol
in Canada described an experiment with small soccer players in a scientific article.

Over 40 teams already participated in the first RoboCup tournament in 1997, and the competition is held
every year. The RoboCup Federation wants to play and win a game against a real-world cup humans’ team
by 2050.

The idea behind artificially intelligent players is to investigate how robots perceive motion and communicate
with each other. Physical abilities like walking, running, and kicking the ball while maintaining balance are
crucial to improving robots for other tasks like rescue, home, industry, and education.

Designing robots for sports requires much more than experts in state-of-the-art technology. Humans and
machines do not share the same skills. Engineers need to impose limitations on soccer robots to imitate
soccer players as much as possible and ensure following the game’s rules.

RoboCup Soccer Federation, the “FIFA” of robots, which supports five leagues, imposes restrictions on
players’ design and rules of the game. Each has its own robot design and game rules to give room for different
scientific goals. The number of players, their size, the ball type, and the field dimensions are different for
each league.

In the humanoid league the players are humanlike robots with human-like senses. However, they are rather
slow. Many of the skills needed to fully recreate actual soccer player movements are still in the early stages
of research.

The game becomes exciting for middle and small size leagues. The models are much simpler; they are just
boxes with a cyclopean eye. Their design focuses on team behavior: recognizing an opponent, cooperating
with team members, receiving and giving a standard FIFA size ball.

Today, soccer robots are entirely autonomous. They wireless “talk” to each other, make decisions regarding
strategy in real-time, replace an “injured” player, and shoot goals. The only person in a RoboCup game is the
referee. The team coaches are engineers in charge of training the RoboCups’ artificial intelligence for fair
play: the robots don’t smash against each other or pull their shirts.

The next RoboCup competition will soon be played, virtually, with rules that will allow teams to participate
without establishing physical contact.

EO data will be critical in future forecasting models for wind and solar production, to help manage a
consistent flow of green energy.

Satellite communications will also be pivotal. As more wind and solar installations join the electricity network
— often in remote locations — satcoms will step in to deliver highly reliable connectivity where 4G struggles
to reach. It will underpin a growing network of EV charging points, connecting each point to the internet for
operational management purposes, for billing and access app functionality and for the users’ comfort, they
may access the system wherever they are.

Satellite technology will increasingly be a part of the vehicles themselves, particularly when automated
driving becomes more mainstream. It will be essential for every vehicle to have continuous connectivity to
support real-time software patches, map updates and inter-vehicle communications. Already, satellites
provide regular software updates to vehicles and enhanced safety through an in-car emergency call service.

Fed Chair Jerome Powell has admitted that the central bank’s intent to slow economic growth will cause
economic “pain” and likely increased unemployment, but that the worst outcome would be to let inflation
take root.
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In his remarks, Jefferson said there are reasons to think rigid conditions in the labor market are already
easing. Indeed new data on Tuesday showed a severe decrease in job openings in August that began to bring
the number of workers sought by companies more in line with the numbers of unemployed.

That could help reduce salary growth, Jefferson said, and there were indications as well that “supply
bottlenecks have, finally, begun to resolve,” and could also help slow down price increases.

But it remains uncertain how that will work, and in the meantime “inflation remains elevated, and this is the
problem that concerns me most,” Jefferson said. “Inflation creates economic burdens for households and
businesses, and everyone feels its effects.”

President Joe Biden has set ambitious goals for fighting climate change: To cut U.S. carbon emissions in half
by 2030 and to have a net-zero carbon economy by 2050. The plan requires electricity generation — the
easiest economic sector to green, analysts say — to be carbon-free by 2035.
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A few figures from the U.S. Energy Information Administration (EIA) illustrate the challenge. In 2020 the
United States generated about four trillion kilowatt-hours of electricity. Some 60 percent of that came from
burning fossil fuels, mostly natural gas, in some 10,000 generators, large and small, around the country. All
of that electricity will need to be replaced - and more, because demand for electricity is expected to rise,
especially if we power more cars with it.

Renewable energy sources like solar and wind have grown faster than expected; together with hydroelectric,
they surpassed coal for the first time ever in 2019 and now produce 20 percent of U.S. electricity. In February
the EIA projected that renewables were on track to produce more than 40 percent by 2050 - remarkable
growth, perhaps, but still well short of what’s needed to decarbonize the grid by 2035 and forestall the
climate crisis.

This daunting challenge has recently led some environmentalists to reconsider an alternative they had long
been wary of: nuclear power.

Nuclear power has a lot going for it. Its carbon footprint is equivalent to wind, less than solar, and orders of
magnitude less than coal. Nuclear power plants take up far less space on the landscape than solar or wind
farms, and they produce power even at night or on calm days. In 2020 they generated as much electricity in
the U.S. as renewables did, a fifth of the total.

But debates rage over whether nuclear should be a big part of the climate solution in the U.S. The majority
of American nuclear plants today are approaching the end of their design life, and only one has been built in
the last 20 years. Nuclear proponents are now banking on next-generation designs, like small, modular
versions of conventional light-water reactors, or advanced reactors designed to be safer, cheaper, and more
flexible.

“We’ve innovated so little in the past half-century, there’s a lot of ground to gain,” says Ashley Finan, the
director of the National Reactor Innovation Center at the Idaho National Laboratory. Yet an expansion of
nuclear power faces some serious hurdles, and the perennial concerns about safety and long-lived
radioactive waste may not be the biggest: Critics also say nuclear reactors are simply too expensive and take
too long to build to be of much help with the climate crisis.

While environmental opposition may have been the primary force hindering nuclear development in the
1980s and 90s, now the biggest challenge may be costs. Few nuclear plants have been built in the U.S.
recently because they are very expensive to build here, which makes the price of their energy high.

Jacopo Buongiorno, a professor of nuclear science and engineering at MIT, led a group of scientists who
recently completed a two-year study examining the future of nuclear energy in the U.S. and western Europe.
They found that “without cost reductions, nuclear energy will not play a significant role” in decarbonizing
the power sector.

“In the West, the nuclear industry has substantially lost its ability to build large plants,” Buongiorno says,
pointing to Southern Company’s effort to add two new reactors to Plant Vogtle in Waynesboro, Georgia.
They have been under construction since 2013, are now billions of dollars over budget - the cost has more
than doubled - and years behind schedule. In France, ranked second after the U.S. in nuclear generation, a
new reactor in Flamanville is a decade late and more than three times over budget.

“We have clearly lost the know-how to build traditional gigawatt-scale nuclear power plants,” Buongiorno
says. Because no new plants were built in the U.S. for decades, he and his colleagues found, the teams
working on a project like Vogtle haven’t had the learning experiences needed to do the job efficiently. That
leads to construction delays that drive up costs.
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Elsewhere, reactors are still being built at lower cost, “largely in places where they build projects on budget,
and on schedule,” Finan explains. China and South Korea are the leaders. (To be fair, several of China’s recent
large-scale reactors have also had cost overruns and delays.)

“The cost of nuclear power in Asia has been a quarter, or less, of new builds in the West,” Finan says. Much
lower labor costs are one reason, according to both Finan and the MIT report, but better project
management is another.

Climate change will provoke an increase in summer air conditioning use in the United States that will
probably cause prolonged blackouts during peak summer heat if states do not expand capacity or improve
efficiency, according to a new study of domestic-level demand.

Human emissions have put the global climate on a trajectory to exceed 1.5 degrees Celsius of warming by
the early 2030s, the IPCC reported in its 2021 evaluation. Without significant alleviation, global temperatures
will probably exceed the 2.0-degree Celsius limit by the end of the century.

Previous research has examined the impacts of higher future temperatures on annual electricity
consumption for specific cities or states. The new study is the first to project residential air conditioning
demand on a domestic basis at a wide scale. It incorporates observed and predicted air temperature and
heat, humidity and discomfort indices with air conditioning use by statistically representative domiciles
across the contiguous United States, collected by the U.S. Energy Information Administration (EIA) in 2005-
2019.

“It’s a pretty clear warning to all of us that we can’t keep doing what we are doing or our energy system will
fail completely in the next few decades, simply because of the summertime air conditioning,” said Susanne
Benz, a geographer and climate scientist at Dalhousie University in Halifax, Nova Scotia.

The heaviest air conditioning use with the greatest risk for overcharging the transmission lines comes during
heat waves, which also present the highest risk to health. Electricity generation tends to be below peak
during heat waves as well, reducing capacity to even lower levels, said Renee Obringer, an environmental
engineer at Penn State University. Without enough capacity to satisfy demand, energy companies may have
to adopt systematic blackouts during heat waves to avoid network failure, like California’s energy
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organizations did in August 2020 during an extended period of record heat sometimes topping 117 degrees
Fahrenheit. “We’ve seen this in California already -- state power companies had to institute blackouts
because they couldn’t provide the needed electricity,” Obringer said. The state attributed 599 deaths to the
heat, but the true number may have been closer to 3,900.

The new study predicted the largest increases in kilowatt-hours of electricity demand in the already hot south
and southwest. If all Arizona houses were to increase air conditioning use by the estimated 6% needed at 1.5
degrees Celsius of global warming, for example, amounting to 30 kilowatt-hours per month, this would place
an additional 54.5 million kilowatthours of demand on the electrical network monthly.

That
determination would appear to eliminate the possibility that Navy pilots who reported seeing unexplained
aircraft might have encountered programs the government meant to keep secret.

But that is about the only conclusive finding in the classified intelligence report, the officials said. And while
a forthcoming unclassified version, expected to be released to Congress by June 25, will present few other
firm conclusions, senior officials briefed on the intelligence conceded that the very ambiguity of the findings
meant the government could not definitively rule out theories that the phenomena observed by military
pilots might be alien spacecraft.

Americans’ long-running fascination with UFOs has intensified in recent weeks in anticipation of the release
of the government report. Former President Barack Obama encouraged the interest when he gave an
interview last month about the incidents on “The Late Late Show with James Corden” on CBS.

“What is true, and I’'m really being serious here,” Mr. Obama said, “is that there is film and records of objects
in the skies that we don’t know exactly what they are.”
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The report concedes that much about the observed phenomena remains difficult to explain, including their
acceleration, as well as ability to change direction and submerge. One possible explanation — that the
phenomena could be weather balloons or other research balloons — does not hold up in all cases, the
officials said, because of changes in wind speed at the times of some of the interactions.

Many of the more than 120 incidents examined in the report are from Navy personnel, officials said. The
report also examined incidents involving foreign militaries over the last two decades. Intelligence officials
believe that at least some of the aerial phenomena could have been experimental technology from a rival
power, most likely Russia or China.

One senior official said without hesitation that U.S. officials knew it was not American technology. He said
there was worry among intelligence and military officials that China or Russia could be experimenting with
hypersonic technology.

And a back office
driving efficient operations and rapid innovation. By embracing modern banking technology, banks can
support their customers today, create new value for the future and drive new levels of future growth.

19. Ao final, o autor resume as informacdes apresentadas no ultimo paragrafo, sinalizando que a adesdo a
tecnologia é a solugdo para esse segmento.
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Para isso, ele introduz o paragrafo com uma locucao adverbial que expressa essa ideia de conclusao: In
short (Em suma).

Portanto, o gabarito é a alternativa "D".

O que tais resultados também mostram é como esses lideres bancarios citados na frase anterior enxergam
seu setor nos anos seguintes.

Para evitar a repeticdo dos termos, o autor se utiliza do pronome they para fazer referéncia a esses lideres.

Observe que o enunciado da questdo da a entender que o pronome, utilizado duas vezes, tem um tnico
referente, 0 que nao ocorre, como visto acima.

Desse modo, cabe apontar como referentes dos pronomes they, na ordem em que aparecem, ambos os
fragmentos the results (os resultados) e banking leaders' (lideres bancarios).

Portanto, ainda que o gabarito apontado seja a alternativa "B", temos que a resposta correta deveria
abranger as alternativas "B" e "C" conjuntamente.

Finalmente, eles
buscaram equilibrar suas prioridades de negdcios com a responsabilidade de apoiar a sociedade.)

Desse modo, perceba que trés desafios sdo enumerados/relacionados no texto.

If you think a robot will steal your job, you are not alone. Soccer players should be worried too. The next
Messi probably won’t be of flesh and blood but plastic and metal.

The concept emerged during the conference “Workshop on grand challenges in artificial intelligence,” held
in Tokyo in 1992, and independently, in 1993, when Professor Alan Mackworth from the University of Bristol
in Canada described an experiment with small soccer players in a scientific article.

Over 40 teams already participated in the first RoboCup tournament in 1997, and the competition is held
every year. The RoboCup Federation wants to play and win a game against a real-world cup humans’ team
by 2050.

The idea behind artificially intelligent players is to investigate how robots perceive motion and communicate
with each other. Physical abilities like walking, running, and kicking the ball while maintaining balance are
crucial to improving robots for other tasks like rescue, home, industry, and education.

Designing robots for sports requires much more than experts in state-of-the-art technology. Humans and
machines do not share the same skills. Engineers need to impose limitations on soccer robots to imitate
soccer players as much as possible and ensure following the game’s rules.

RoboCup Soccer Federation, the “FIFA” of robots, which supports five leagues, imposes restrictions on
players’ design and rules of the game. Each has its own robot design and game rules to give room for different
scientific goals. The number of players, their size, the ball type, and the field dimensions are different for
each league.

In the humanoid league the players are humanlike robots with human-like senses. However, they are rather
slow. Many of the skills needed to fully recreate actual soccer player movements are still in the early stages
of research.

The game becomes exciting for middle and small size leagues. The models are much simpler; they are just
boxes with a cyclopean eye. Their design focuses on team behavior: recognizing an opponent, cooperating
with team members, receiving and giving a standard FIFA size ball.
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Today, soccer robots are entirely autonomous. They wireless “talk” to each other, make decisions regarding
strategy in real-time, replace an “injured” player, and shoot goals. The only person in a RoboCup game is the
referee. The team coaches are engineers in charge of training the RoboCups’ artificial intelligence for fair
play: the robots don’t smash against each other or pull their shirts.

The next RoboCup competition will soon be played, virtually, with rules that will allow teams to participate
without establishing physical contact.
