Errado.

N&o ha mengdo no texto sobre o uso de gatos treinados pela forca policial. Todo o foco esta nos
caes.

Isso
ilustra a habilidade dos caes em detectar substancias ilegais escondidas.

Errado.

Quando os caes "congelam" no texto, isso ndo é devido ao medo, mas sim um sinal treinado
para indicar que encontraram algo. Esse comportamento é descrito como parte do treinamento,
ndo como uma reagao emocional.

Errado.

No texto, é mencionado que o cdo Inca detecta um pacote de drogas "wrapped in layers of
plastic" (embalado em camadas de pléstico), indicando que mesmo bem embaladas, as
substancias podem ser detectadas pelos caes.
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B) Dogs are awarded with some amusing toys when they find out what the police are looking for.
(Os cées sdo recompensados com brinquedos divertidos quando encontram o que a policia est
procurando.)

Certo.

O texto explica que, ao encontrar drogas, o cdo Inca é recompensado com uma bola de borracha
amarela, descrita como um brinquedo que ele mastiga com entusiasmo, representando o uso de
reforco positivo no treinamento.

C) The dog trainer is not allowed to play with his dog during all the time they are at work.

(O treinador de cdes ndo tem permissao para brincar com seu cdo durante todo o tempo em que
estdo no trabalho.)

Errado.

O texto mostra que os treinadores brincam com os cdes como parte do treinamento e como
recompensa, reforgcando o vinculo entre o animal e o treinador.

D) Dogs are usually slow when they see the reward they get from their handlers.

(Os caes geralmente sao lentos quando veem a recompensa que recebem de seus treinadores.)
Errado.

Ndo had nenhuma mencgdo no texto que sugira que os caes ficam lentos ao verem suas
recompensas. Pelo contréario, eles demonstram entusiasmo, como descrito no caso do cédo Inca.

E) Handlers normally resort to violence when they're training their animals.

(Os treinadores normalmente recorrem a violéncia ao treinar seus animais.)

Errado.

O texto enfatiza o uso de reforgo positivo, com brinquedos e elogios como recompensas, e ndo
menciona qualquer forma de violéncia durante o treinamento.

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Evolutionary moral psychologists point the way to garnering broader support for fiscal policies

Policy decisions on taxation and public expenditures intrinsically reflect moral choices. How much
of your hard-earned money is it fair for the state to collect through taxes? Should the rich pay
more? Should the state provide basic public services such as education and health care for free to
all citizens? And so on.

Economists and public finance practitioners have traditionally focused on economic efficiency.
When considering distributional issues, they have generally steered clear of moral considerations,
perhaps fearing these could be seen as subjective. However, recent work by evolutionary moral
psychologists suggests that policies can be better designed and muster broader support if
policymakers consider the full range of moral perspectives on public finance. A few pioneering
empirical applications of this approach in the field of economics have shown promise.

For the most part, economists have customarily analyzed redistribution in a way that requires
users to provide their own preferences with regard to inequality: Tell economists how much you
care about inequality, and they can tell you how much redistribution is appropriate through the
tax and benefit system.
